A Level Music is an exciting and creative course designed for students who are passionate about 

making, performing and understanding music. A Grade 7 at GCSE is recommended, but the 

course is open to any committed and enthusiastic musician. 

You will develop as a well-rounded musician through three core areas: listening and appraising, 

performance, and composition. Alongside building your musical skills, you will also strengthen 

independence, creativity, communication and problem-solving qualities highly valued in any 

career. 

 

Assessment 

• Appraising Music (40%): A 2 hour 30 minute listening and written exam 

• Performance (35%): A 10-minute recital as a soloist 

• Composition (25%): One free composition plus technical exercises
